The Budget Estimates for 2015-16 are placed for the members are unanimously approved. During discussion Shri. Harold Pinto sought increase under Poverty Alleviation Programme & Social Welfare and sought its benefits be provided to Goans. He also sought scrutiny of the school children receiving uniforms who have been recommended by respective schools. Shri.Eleuterio Carneiro suggested to include distribution of ration for poor, providing of Electricity Etc.





5) To Consider Audit Report for 2013-14

The Audit Report for 2013-14 is read out for information of the members and is unanimously resolved to comply with the same. Shri.Eleuterio Carneiro sought immediate formation of committees as the same is repeated year after year.


6) To discuss Market Auction for  2015-16

The Sarpanch placed before the member the matter of considering Market Auction for 2015-16. He also informed that there are differences of opinion among members in respect to conduct of Auction for 2015-16 and they are of the opinion that Panchayat should collect departmentally.It is also informed that departmental collection will effect the office work adversely as the existing staff services need to be utilized and hence sought a fair opinion decision in the matter.
Shri.EleuterioCarneiro sought to know the average collection for day which is stated to be Rs. 300/- to 400/- on an average. He suggested a separate person for collection of Market fees if auction is not conducted. He also suggested that if Auction is to be conducted then starting bid should commence from Rs. 3,00,000/-
Shri. Cruz Rodrigues informed that Auction of Market fees should be conducted for fair generation of income to the Panchayat. Shri. Harold Pinto sought review of the rates fixed by Panchayat as per schedule where in rates per bed/bedchair/Table and other furniture item is fixed. The Sarpanch clarified that the same was then fixed and collected @ Rs. 20/- per Sq. Mtr. per day.
Shri.Minguel Pereira sought to know from V.P. Secretary the reason behind holding of Auction. The V.P. Secretary informed that the Market Auction brings in transparent revenue to the Panchayat as the contractor is made responsible for the collection & Deposit of amount of the highest bid. Also the staff has enough time to devote to office duty otherwise they will and as of now are performing the said duty. Shri.Minguel Pereira further sought cancellation of claim of delayed payment from terms & conditions.Shri. Joao P. Rodrigues suggested to hold the auction without wasting time as Panchayat is losing revenue. Shri. George Barretto suggested that the land owners are also collecting fees for land occupied by traders and as such there are allegation & counter allegations. He Clarified that he is collecting fees on behalf of land owner. Shri. Simon Fernandes informed the members that he had taken the auction for Rs. 3,00,000/- in the year 2014-15 from the previous highest Bid of Rs. 1,04,500/- in the year 2013-14. He has charged much below the rate prescribed in the schedule of rates. He further informed that there is not a single complaint and the Panchayat had a major gain in revenue. Shri. Simon Fernandes further informed that at the present rate of collection it appears that the Panchayat is going to loose a sizeable income and who shall be responsible for the loss.
Shri. Santarito Coelho informed that he will be personally responsible for the loss and will reimburse the same and informed that Auction should not be conducted in this financial year 2015-16. The Sarpanch informed that there is no provision in the law to make any one person responsible and the Panchayat will continue with its collection efforts after due consideration of the suggestions made.

Unanimously resolved to convey the No Objection to Village Panchayat Aquem-Baixo in respect to naming of PWD Road from Navelim church junction to Rawanfond Junction as “Dr. Luis Peregrino Da Costa Road”

(3) Proposal of EleuterioCarneiro
The proposals received from Eleuterio Carneiro are placed before the members and decided as under:
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]W.r.t to proposal 1, it is unanimously resolved to request the government to incorporate the charges suggested by the Panchayat in respect to regional plan 2021 and re-send it to the Panchayat for approval before implementation proposed by Eleuterio Carneiro seconded by Harold Pinto.

2) W.r.t proposal 2, Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro informed the members that there are number of ghost voters which require to be deleted. He also informed that some names also figure in their native places. If the web site of the respective state are to be verified. Therefore it is unanimously resolved to refer the matter to the AERO for needful action and also to the Election Commission. Proposed by Eleuterio Carneiro, seconded by Harold Pinto.

3) W.r.t proposal 3, it is unanimously resolved to seek information on owners of cattle in Navelim Village from Animal Husbandry Department and issue notices to call cattle owners under the Stray Cattle Menace Act and initiate measures to stop the subsidy. It is further resolved to provide tags on the cattle which are subsidized by the Government. Proposed by Eleuterio Carneiro, Seconded by Harold Pinto.

4) W.r.t proposal 4, Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro suggested stringent action including revocation of Occupancy if the Garbage is not disposed properly by tenants and occupiers of Flat.





5) W.r.t proposal 5, Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro suggested to take up solar lighting atleast in part of the Village to Save electricity. Another suggestion was to fix timers for street light and resetting them if there is break down for a particular devotion. The same is unanimously adopted and is to be referred to Electricity Dept. for needful action. Proposed by Eleuterio Carneiro, seconded by Borges Rebello.

6) W.r.t proposal 6, Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro suggested that Panchayat should purchase agriculture implements to be provided on hire to the farmers. He further request to atleast provide a power tiller so that the farmers are not at the mercy of private power tiller owners.

7) W.r.t proposal 7, Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro suggested to have CCTV cameras at Major Junctions and atleast two cameras in the Panchayat premises so as to have track of the public visiting the office and also monitor moments of Anti-Social Elements. 
Shri. Joao informed that one of the CCTV Camera installed by the Police Dept at Sinquetim  Dongorim road junction is not working and the Police Dept. be requested to initiate needful action.

8) W.r.t proposal 8, Shri. Eleuterio suggested registration of people temporarily residing in the Village and whose names are not reflected in voters list. The Panchayat should initiate specific measures in this respect as the Panchayat is already undertaking the tenancy drive. He cited the Tripura Panchayat Model for the purpose.

8) Any other matter with the permission of the Chairman


(1) Fire Extinguisher for Panchayat Hall
Shri. Eleuterio Carneiro suggested for fire extinguishers for Panchayat hall.

(2) Water Storage Tank - Sinquetim
Smt. Cerita Mendonca suggested for a water tank at Sinquetim to attain self sufficiency of water. She also desired to know whether the well with name plate “Maintained by the Panchayat” is a public well. However the Sarpanch informed that once a transformer or a pole is installed by the govt. even through private fundingit is a public property.

(3) Shri. Barnabas Pereira sought to know the action the Panchayat has taken against the construction against whose he has complained and also court orders are issued. The Sarpanch informed that the same be referred to the Panchayat with necessary reference and the Panchayat will definitely act in the matter.

Shri. Borges Rebello congratulated the Sarpanch, Dy. Sarpanch, Members and staff for taking keen interest in issuing house tax & other dues bills to all the residents of the Village and called upon them to keep up the good work for the betterment of Navelim Village. Seconded by Eleuterio Carneiro, the same is unanimously adopted.

(5) Shri. Harold Pinto informed that the Road / Access to any house should be strictly maintained. He further sought inspection of the sulabh toilet and status there on. He further requested the Panchayat hall to be named after Dr. Francisco Luis Gomes or any other personality as the gram sabha desires. Shri. Harold Pinto also suggested for underground cabling to keep away constant power failures.

(6) Inclusion of Navelim in Municipality – Objection.
Shri Borges Rebello cautioned the Panchayat on the Govt. norms to include Navelim Village into the municipality as there are gossips doing the round that during the delimitation exercise part of Navelim Village should be included. He further informed if it is so than the Panchayat should object to such a move and maintain Navelim as a village is existing today.

(7) Community Policy
Shri.Eleuterio Carneiro suggested to forward the names for community policy of respective wards to the Police for needful action.

(8) Updating of Website vpnavelim.com
Shri.Eleuterio Carneiro suggested to seek co-operation of Rosary College in updating the website of the Panchayat so that maximum information is made available to the public.

(9) Spraying of weedicides along Roadsides
Shri.Eleuterio Carneiro suggested spraying of Weedicides to control weeds & bushes on road sides so that expenditure on cutting of bushes is reduced.
